CanSkate is Skate Canada’s flagship learn-to-skate program, designed for beginners of all ages.  CanSkate is a program that focuses on fun, participation, and basic skill development.

Participants will earn badges and other incentives as they learn fundamental skating skills.  Skaters progress at their own rate and are evaluated on a day-to-day basis.





Lessons are given in a group format led by an NCCP certified professional coach.  Trained Program Assistants assist professional coaches.
