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Of the programs offered, the Senior sessions are the most advanced and are designated for skaters who are interested in extra ice time and who are highly motivated to progress through the test and/or competitive aspects of skating.





It is suggested that skaters have passed at least one Preliminary discipline (freeskate, skills, or dance) before enrolling in this program.





Skaters are offered 8 ¾ hours of ice time per week. This program lends itself to private lessons which will be determined through discussion with the parents and the coaches.
